2) Push the BOA button and pull the tab fo equalize the
queues.

3) Turn the BOA knob clockwise

***The BOA button must be in the locked position when the
splint is worn.

To remove the splint:

1) Lift the BOA button.

2) Pull the tab to loosen the wires.

3) Open the device to remove the thumb, hand and/or
wrist.

Maintenance

Wash the inside and outside of the splint with a anfibacte-
rial soap. Rinse thoroughly with cold water. Let air dry.
